Exeter Hall Committee 3rd February 2005

Exeter Hall Roof – Meeting with David Streat of Basil Streat Chartered Surveyors
The Exeter Hall Caretaker, Mr Bert Gardiner and I met with Mr David Streat of Basil Streat Chartered Surveyors on 2nd February 2005. David Streat has been employed before by the Parish Council to provide advice on the possible sources and solutions to the leaks that occur from the roof of the Exeter Hall Building.

Mr Gardiner explained that the leaks were irregular in occurrence, sometimes occurring in one/several places after a light shower, and sometimes not at all despite heavier rainfall.

Mr Streat believed that the leakage in the Main Hall was occurring from a point between the first two main supporting tresses.

In the Small Hall, the leak occurs above the far window at the point at which the wooden ceiling meets the wall.

Outside the Parish Council Office, water marks are clearly visible in the ceiling where water leaks through. 

Mr Gardiner also reported that despite some work having been done to try to rectify the leakage problem in the kitchen area, water was still getting through.

Mr Streat explained that he had been in touch with the roofing contractors who were employed before (sub-contracted by Kingerlee) and was awaiting a return call to discuss the next steps.  He hoped to arrange for them to visit the Exeter Hall site next week to further investigate the problem, but reported that the next step might possible involve lifting off the roof to examine the roofing felt underneath.  The problems were exacerbated by Exeter Hall’s unique design.
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
