Grundon Waste Management Ltd – Grain Silo Site 

Application – OCC Application No. SP501117
A copy of Heads of Condition as approved by Oxfordshire County Council Planning Committee and a draft of this Heads worked up into full conditions was circulated and noted.  Permission will not be granted until all the conditions are agreed.
Cllr Hornsby-Smith voiced concern that the application by Grundon for a waste reduction and materials recovery facility with ancillary development could jeopardise Chiltern Railways proposed plan for a station at the site.  The main problem being the gated access to the site.  In the past there had been a railway “HALT” at the Grain Silo site.  As the site originally belonged to the railway there could be legalisation in place to protect the use of the railway to allow access.
Cllr Graham reported that at the next “VOICE” Breakfast meeting on 27th November 2009 a representative from Chiltern Railways would be present.  He suggested that Cllr Hornsby-Smith attend, the representative may be able to answer his concerns  and confirm the present situation in relation to the Grunden application.

Planning Portal – Improving the Quality of advice to Planning System Users

Correspondence was circulated from the NALC with reference to web links to the Planning Portal for Town and Parish Councils, the benefits include.:-
· Content that is constantly updated to reflect changing legislation.

· Simple users-centred guidance and helpful interactive tools.

· A reduction in the number of avoidable contacts.

In the documentation the planning portal has suggested specific links that are regarded as essential and those that are recommended.  Although anyone is free to consider linking to any relevant content.

There are more than 20,000 papers of content on the Planning Portal covering every topic.  There is no cost – the Planning Portal is centrally funded.  It was noted that the web-links are not fully operational yet.

The Committee agreed that a link on the Parish website to the Planning Portal would be helpful for both the Parish Council and the community, also a link to Cherwell District Council website as the local Planning Authority.
