Single/two storey rear extension and conversion to 3 no. one bedroom flats

Mr Mobley addressed the committee.  He highlighted the fact that the plans submitted do not show an 8ft x 15ft garage and 3 sheds that are on the site.  The property at present is shown to have two car parking spaces at the front.  In fact there have recently been double-parked at least two cars, a van and a boat and another car parked permanently on the Service Road.  Access to the front door from the public pathway is very restricted.

Section 16 of the planning application ‘Trees and hedges’: the application has shown there are 

no trees or hedges on the site, although there is in the front garden a lilac bush/tree 10 ft, in the back garden a pear tree 24 ft, a lilac tree 10 ft, 1 damson tree 20 ft and a 15 ft hawthorn hedge.  The applicant is not giving full information to Cherwell District Council.

The bin area on the plan is shown to the north wall of flat C – this area could be blocked by the pear tree.

The house adjoining 190 (192 Oxford Road) has been granted planning permission to extend and convert to three flats (this is a mirror plan); building is in progress, so there is already an increase in the amount of sewage and  traffic on the service road, creating danger to pedestrians.  There are three schools in close proximity, and these problems will be exacerbated if the proposal for No. 190 is approved.  There will be nine bins associated with No. 192 and a further nine bins if this proposal goes ahead.

Mr Washington addressed the committee.  He reiterated that the area is very busy with Gosford Hill School and the Medical Centre opposite and two primary schools all in close proximity to 190 Oxford Road.

The extensions and conversion to flats of 190 and 192 Oxford Road (totalling six flats) is an overdevelopment.

Oxford Road is a nice place to live with a good community spirit.

The development will be detrimental to the amenities of the area.

The Committee discussed the issue and agreed that the Admin Officer contact a Kidlington District Councillor to arrange to have the application ‘called in’ to Cherwell District Council.

116. Stopping up of Highway at land adjacent to 62 High Street, Kidlington

Schedule

Erection of 950 mm high railings around the land with two gaps, one of 1870 mm on the corner of High Street and Exeter Road and one of 2400 mm on Exeter Road.  Correspondence was circulated.

The Acting Clerk reported that residents from Exeter Road had sent objections to the order; also Cllr Billington.

It was noted that the substance of any objection should relate to the loss of public right of way and not the merits of the development.

Cllr Billington has reported that the applicant has informed Cherwell District Council that he will start to remove the tarmac (laid as access across this strip of land into his property) on 27th May.

RESOLVED – that the following objection be forwarded to the Government Office for the South East:

Kidlington Parish Council object to the making of this order on the following grounds:

Primarily loss of green space.

Accessing Exeter Road from High Street there is a symmetry due to the green amenity areas on either side of Exeter Road, this would be lost if the order is granted.

High Street is a very busy and built up area, turning into Exeter Road with the green space on either side opens up the vista into this residential area opposed to the highly built up area of High Street the main thoroughfare through the centre of Kidlington.

There is serious shortfall of amenity space in Kidlington enclosing this open space will exasperate the situation.

This Order if granted will be detrimental to the amenities of the residents of Exeter Road.

117.     Risk assessment – environmental failure to comply with 

consultation deadlines

A report from the Acting Clerk was circulated giving information to the Committee on how other Parish/Town Councils deal with the problem of consultation deadlines.

Kidlington Parish Council has a planning meeting generally four weekly.  This can sometimes be three or five weeks due to the calendar of other parish meetings.

All applications are required to be responded to within 21 days.  This results in some comments being sent back to Cherwell District Council out of this time limit.  The Acting Clerk had contacted Bob Duxbury at Cherwell for advice but there is no set down ruling.

The matter was discussed and it was agreed that a possible way to handle this could be if a planning application came in and would miss the consultation deadline if commented on the following Planning meeting, the Admin Officer will contact the relevant Planning Officer and apply for an extension to the 21 day consultation limit.  If the answer is no then the application will be delegated to the Acting Clerk for planning and the Chair of planning who will look at the plans and make a decision, possibly with the advice of one other Committee member.  If the application is contentious and in their opinion should be seen by the Committee, an extraordinary meeting with the item named on the agenda will have to be called.

RESOLVED – that this matter be referred to the Policy and Finance meeting on 5th June for discussion and decision.
