Matters arising from Minutes of meeting 3rd September 2009
i) Kidlington News – High Street Battle Zone
Update and stopping up of highway land adjacent to 62 High Street (Minute 31(ii)
a) A copy of the letter sent to Mr Lyes requesting that he contact 

Cllr White to discuss the stopping-up order was circulated and noted.

b) The Acting Clerk (Planning) reported that she had spoken to Kelly Schrocksnadel from the National Transport Copework Team (dealing with the inquiry) with reference to a date and venue for the inquiry – the applicant is asked to suggest a date and venue for the inquiry, this as yet has not happened.  There has been no advancement in the matter since the letter sent out in March announcing that there will be an inquiry.
The possible dates that an applicant supplies must be a minimum of 13 weeks from the date of their reply to allow time for the necessary arrangements to be made.  Once a date and venue have been arranged for an inquiry the Government Department will write to all interested parties, who receive a minimum of 6 weeks notice of the inquiry.  The inquiry is also advertised in the local press a minimum of 14 days before it takes place.
The Acting Clerk (Planning) reported that Mr Schrocksnadel had noted the  suggestion of Exeter Hall as a possible venue and also that the Parish Council will probably send a representative to the inquiry.
Cllr White reported that he had spoken with Cllr Maurice Billington.  Cllr Billington will write to the Government Office with reference to a date for the inquiry in his capacity as an Oxfordshire County Councillor.
c) Report from Cllr White 
A report was circulated from Cllr White covering aspects of the stopping-up order / certificate of lawfulness and history of site etc.

The concensus was that it was very useful and informative.

Cllr White reported that he had met Jeff Lyes and discussed the situation, the outcome being that Mr Lyes is now aware that the Parish Council supports him in his objection to the stopping-up order.

The Acting Clerk (Planning) reported that the original objection to the application by the Parish Council had been withdrawn – an email had been received on 13th August from Naomi Saunders the relevant Planning Officer at Cherwell District Council asking whether  Kidlington Parish Council still objected to the application following her correspondence  addressing the issues.  
Following discussion with the Chair of Planning Cllr Carole Pack, it was agreed to withdraw the objection but would still like the comments to be noted.  This decision was taken as at the Planning Meeting on 6th August when the correspondence addressing the issues was noted there were no adverse comments
The Acting Clerk Planning apologised as this should have been reported at the Planning Meeting on 3rd September 2009.
Cllr Graham reported that he had attended the liaison meetings at Thornbury House, the discussions mostly related to the social side of the running of the new home rather than to the actual development and future plans for the remainder of the site.

It was difficult to get to grips with who was in charge of the project.

The Parish Council need to gain information on the overall concept and long term development of the site.

It was noted that a representative from Thornbury House is to attend the next Council Meeting in 19th November 2009.
RESOLVED – that the Clerk liaise with Thornbury House to ensure that the representative attending is someone who can give a strategic view of the overall concept for the site.
